CONSCIOUS​ ​​effort.​ ​​ ​The​ ​following​ ​does​ ​not​ ​count​ ​for​ ​spirit​ ​points: 
having​ ​your​ ​LOBO​ ​attire​ ​on​ ​your​ ​desk/chair​ ​instead​ ​of​ ​wearing​ ​it; 
only​ ​sticking​ ​a​ ​sticker​ ​on​ ​your​ ​shirt;​ ​only​ ​wearing​ ​a​ ​school​ ​colored 
lanyard,​ ​wallet,​ ​shoelaces,​ ​bracelet,​ ​socks,​ ​face​ ​paint,​ ​or​ ​school 
I.D.​ ​​ ​Your​ ​outfit​ ​must​ ​be​ ​mostly​ ​blue​ ​and​ ​yellow​ ​(e.g.​ ​you​ ​can​ ​wear 
a​ ​Warriors​ ​and​ ​SJSU​ ​shirt,​ ​a​ ​yellow​ ​shirt​ ​with​ ​blue​ ​jeans,​ ​or​ ​a 
yellow​ ​shirt​ ​with​ ​blue​ ​shoes,​ ​and/or​ ​color​ ​your​ ​hair​ ​blue​ ​and 
yellow).  

➔ You​ ​​ ​can​ ​earn​ ​one​ ​extra​ ​point​ ​for​ ​wearing​ ​LOBO​ ​colors​ ​at​ ​sports 
events.  

➔ Staff​ ​members​ ​get​ ​five​ ​points​ ​for​ ​attendance​ ​if​ ​they​ ​stay​ ​at​ ​least 
until​ ​half​ ​time.  

➔ Staff​ ​members​ ​who​ ​are​ ​chaperone​ ​the​ ​entire​ ​dance​ ​​ ​will​ ​earn​ ​20 
spirit​ ​points​ ​and​ ​10​ ​points​ ​if​ ​they​ ​stay​ ​until​ ​half​ ​time.
